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	ANTI SOCIAL BEHAVIOUR CAMPAIGN

	Allotment Safety advice

	Starting in Feb 2010 Northumbria Police is running an Anti Social Behaviour campaign. The aim is to tackle anti social behaviour and its sources.
Bedlington continues to show considerable success of reducing Anti Social Behaviour (ASB).  Figures for April 2009 – Jan 2010 show that there were 1936 incidents reported, in the previous year it was 2372 reports.  That’s a fall of 18.4% which equates to 436 fewer disturbances. During this period Officers from Bedlington Police Station worked with a number of parties to address the unacceptable behaviour of a small number of residents and visitors.  The main partners in this success have been Wansbeck Homes & South East Northumberland Safer Communities Team.  Action taken against reoccurring offenders includes evections and anti social behaviour agreements (ABA’s) The majority of individuals subjected to ABA’s have recognised their unacceptable aspects of their behaviour and taken the opportunity to withdraw from offending.
OPERATION EATON UPDATE
Anti social behaviour in the Wansbeck Estate has been curtailed by the use of extra high visibility patrols and partnership workings with schools, local shop keepers and residents.  A number of stops were carried out and youths moved on and some arrests were made.  This operation resulted in fewer anti social behaviour calls and a huge reduction in criminal damage to local schools.
