	In Bedlington we have seen some great successes in dealing with youth related anti social behaviour.  This has been achieved not only by positive high visibility policing but also with youth engagement at local schools in an attempt to provide young people with different opportunities with which spend their leisure time.  We have also utilised technology in an attempt to make young people aware of police activity and to steer them away from the risks of alcohol related ASB.  This has been achieved by the use of a bluetooth system installed in local schools which will send a message to young peoples’ mobiles as they pass by.  In this way we hope to be able to engage young people via their mobiles to prevent them putting themselves at risk.  Additionally their will be uniformed officers on foot patrol on both Friday and Saturday nights to engage the perpetrators of anti social behaviours within all the local hotspots that we are aware of.
